I want to talk about criticism, because it’s funda-
mental to face if you want to open the heart prop-
erly. Look, I come from a judgmental family and 
punishment was very normalized. Then I worked 
as a journalist for 15 years, where my job was to 
criticize creative things that other people made 
all day long—good, bad, ugly, beautiful, yes, no, 
awful, amazing. 
 
So, criticism is gnarled into my brain creases. I’m 
also a perfectionist and seer of errors. It is my 
tendency to jump to judge a situation, a person, 
words I’m supposed to edit, emails I need to re-
spond to, or a product that came out in an odd 
shape and wrong color. But what I’ve realized 
over the years is that while judgment and criti-
cism safeguard my heart’s feeling centers, they 
are the quickest way to separate myself from love.
 
It’s easy to tell myself, “I’m going to stop judging 
and become the Dalai Lama!” Doing it is way 
harder. Because I still do it, though less frequent-
ly than I used to, I end up judging myself for all 
the judging I continue to do. How do I get out of 
this nasty knot of being a judgment junkie?
